A NOTE ABOUT FINDING ARTICLES

To find articles you need to use an article database, also called a research database,
or just database. Some articles are available on the web, but when you use a
database, you are systematically covering your topic. Databases provide access by
subject, date, author, and many other categories that a web search cannot. You will
save time and effort, and find more precisely what you need, by using a database to
find articles.

WHY USE JOURNAL ARTICLES?

Information comes in many formats, such as books, newspaper articles, journal
articles, web pages and videos. What's so special about a journal article? Journal
articles typically:

* Provide current information written by an expert in the field
o Published quicker than a book
* Provide information about a specific aspect of a topic
